Background:  

Gather4Him Bible College has been operating under a religious exemption from degree 

authorization since August 25, 2009.  It would now like to offer a degree program at its facility 

in Richland.  The college intends to seek accreditation through the Transnational Association of 

Christian Colleges and Schools (TRACS). 

 

Nature of the review: 

Prior to granting initial authorization to offer degree programs in Washington State, the Higher 

Education Coordinating Board/Degree Authorization reviews elements such as institutional 

infrastructure, financial solvency, administrative staff qualifications, program outcomes, course 

requirements, method of course delivery, faculty credentials, and student services.  

A curriculum review of the associate program was conducted by subject matter expert, Dr. 

Michael Adams of Faith Evangelical Seminary. 

The program to be offered by Gather4Him Bible College appears to meet the requirements of the 

Degree-Granting Institutions Act.
