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Meet with your guidance counselor to make sure you are on track to graduate.
Check your transcript. Do you have the credits and GPA you need to get into the
schools you want to attend?

Contact the admissions and the financial aid offices at the colleges you are
interested in attending. What are the admissions requirements? When are the
deadlines? Are there fees? What forms do the financial aid offices require?

Register for the October/November SAT, ACT and SAT Subject Tests™ required
by the schools you choose.

Prepare and submit your application for early action or early admission.

Ask your teachers/mentors to begin writing recommendation letters.

October, November, December
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Take your SAT and/or ACT tests as early as possible so you can re-take them if
you need to. Have your scores sent to the schools on your final list.

For regular admission, applications are usually due by late December or early
January. Start preparing your applications now.

If you applied for early action or early decision, contact the admissions office
to make sure all your paperwork and forms have been received. Check with
the financial aid office, too.

Schedule any necessary interviews.

Browse www.fafsa.gov, get a PIN, and become familiar with the site and
financial aid terms. February 1% is the FAFSA priority filing date. But, you can
file as early as January 1 — make it you New Year’s resolution! Be sure to
complete the application for the year you plan to attend college.
